Description:  This is an introductory chemistry course. It takes what you have learned about atoms, molecules, and reactions in junior science and goes deeper into the amazing world of chemistry. This can be purchased through the school new (for $25) or you may be able to pick up a used one from a sibling, friend, or used book store (a few years ago a student picked one up at a used book sale for $1). There are many practice questions in the book with worked solutions. Notes are clear and well laid out. It is well worth the money if you wish to succeed in class.

· Labs, homework and classwork are designed to be primarily learning experiences.  Your understanding of the material will be evaluated on the tests and quizzes.

· Each term, you will be expected to demonstrate key skills in the lab and classroom. You will be made aware of these skills ahead of time and will have several opportunities to practice and demonstrate the required skill(s)

· All quizzes are formative, as long as a student maintains a “G” work habit.  This means a student can request to omit a quiz mark if the topic test yields a higher mark.

All students must come to class prepared.  Pencils, paper, calculators and text books will NOT be loaned by the teacher.

As a courtesy to others and to enhance the learning environment in class, cell phones are not permitted
Assignments:

· Homework is generally assigned to practice and develop the skills learned in class. Students are expected to complete all homework and be prepared to participate fully in class, including answering questions when called on.
· Formal assignments are to be handed in on the specified date, at the beginning of class, unless otherwise stipulated.  

· Late assignments are penalized by 25% per day or portion thereof.  Once assignments have been returned to the class, the assignment will no longer be accepted.

Absenteeism and Lateness:

· Students are required to attend all classes.  
· All students are required to arrive at class on time and remain in class until the end of the period.
· Late students will not be able to write quizzes or tests in progress.
· If a quiz is missed due to an excused absence the student will be given an omitted mark.
· If you miss a test due to an excused absence, there will be an opportunity about once a month to write a make-up test. It is in your interest to write the test at the same time as the rest of the class!
Labs and Lab Quizzes
· Labs will be assigned at regular intervals.

· Students must follow all guidelines and safety rules set out by the instructor.  

· Students must come to the lab prepared, understanding the scope and concepts of the lab.

· Lab quizzes will be given periodically to ensure that all students are prepared for the lab.

· Lab quizzes will be worth as much as an individual lab.

· Labs are to be handed in on the specified date at the beginning of the class unless otherwise stipulated.  Late labs will be penalized 25% per day or portion thereof.  Once labs are returned to students, late labs will not be accepted.

· Lab reports will vary in difficulty and complexity. You are expected to complete your own work at all times. Plagiarism is a serious offense and will be dealt with according to school policies.
